J-PAC (Japan Program at Chiba) 

Program 

J-PAC is the program for undergraduate students whose academic interests are in the area 
of Japanese language and culture. It has two courses. 
International 
Liberal Arts 
Course 

This course is for students with any specialty who are interested in 
Japanese culture and have started Japanese language learning. 

Japanese 
Studies 
Course 

This course is designed for students who specialize in Japanese language 
or Japanese studies at their home universities, and who wish to study 
about Japan in Japanese language. 

Study period 
1. Full academic year: October to August next year 
2. Fall semester only: October to February next year 
3. Spring semester only: April to August

One-time payment: 15,000 yen 
Electricity bill: around 10,000 yen 
The amount is subject to change. It is possible to live outside of the 
International House for desired students.  

Living costs 
It costs around 80,000 yen per month for meals, electricity, phone bills and 
dormitory. Students will also need to pay for textbooks, leisure and other 
activities. It may be different depending on individual’s lifestyle. 

Insurance 

1. National Health Insurance (about 20,000 yen/year) 
2. Personal Accident Insurance for Students Pursuing Education and 

Research “Gakkensai” (1,000 yen/year) 
3. Comprehensive Insurance for Students Lives Couples with Gakkensai 

“Inbound Futai-Gakusou” (1,860 yen/year) 
are compulsory. The amount is subject to change.
